Suzanne got her first PWD in 1989 and enjoys training this versatile
breed in water work, agility, obedience and conformation, giving her a balanced
perspective on fraining in multiple venues. She has titled six dogs through their
WWD titles, with two of her current crew going on to earn their CWDX titles.
Suzanne has maintained an extremely high pass rate in water work over the
years and strives to train for focus, intensity and enthusiasm. She has taught
several water workshops in other areas of the country and was recently ap-
proved as a PWDCA water trial judge. Suzanne has taught obedience from be-
ginning through competition levels for almost twenty years. She enjoys teach-
ing, and helping dogs and their handlers maximize their feamwork potential.

Fees
The total fee for participants is $125 for PNWPWDC members/ $175
for non-members, and includes two full days of training, lunch, and snhacks.
Working participants are limited to 10. Single days are available for working
participants — the fee is for a single day is $75 for members/ $100 for non-
members. Entry priority will be given to PNWPWDC members until March 19;
after that date entry is on a first-come basis and open to all.

Unlimited auditors are allowed at $30 per day for PNWPWDC mem-
bers/$60 for non-members.
